Holidays and special occasions represent Definitely
opportunities for campers to travel and stock up on not

gear. Looking ahead, Christmas is the most popular
holiday for travel (84%), though Thanksgiving had
the highest incidence reported last month at 90%,
followed by Valentine's Day (76%) and New Years
(75%). Overall, three-fourths of campers (76%) say
that they put camping gear on their Christmas list,

with tents (37%), sleeping bags (35%), sleeping pads
(35%), camp kitchen (33%), or grill (32%) the most
commonly asked for gifts.

As we look towards 2024, close to 6-in-10 of winter campers will
campers (57%) and 1-in-5 non-campers (18%) do so for the first time
say they have already booked at least one trip
for 2024.
